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PROCEDURE FOR THE ELECTION OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 
During the last Executive Committee Meeting held in El Salvador, in March 2006, the Legal Committee received the assignment to create a permanent procedure for electing the Executive Committee.  This assignment was approved at the last General Assembly, which was held after the Executive Committee in El Salvador in March 2006. 
The following proposal sets out a procedure for electing the Executive Committee, further to the direction of the General Assembly. 

	Electoral Process/Procedure



	1. Sixty (60) calendar days prior to holding the Members’ General Assembly Meeting at which the Executive Committee is to be elected, the Legal Committee shall forward an e-mail to all ACSDA Members in which it will inform them:
a) That the election of the Executive Committee members (article 12 of the Bylaws) is now in order.

b) That a deadline will be given for members to submit the name of their institution, should they desire to be candidates to participate in the Executive Committee. 



	2.  Upon expiration of the deadline established under literal b) of the preceding point, the Legal Committee shall compile all the nominations thus received. 



	3.  The Legal Committee will forward an e-mail to all Members with the final list of the nominated institutions.



	4.  Before the General Assembly that is scheduled to conduct the election, the Executive Committee will decide on the number of members to constitute the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee will submit its recommendation regarding the number of members to the General Assembly. 


	5. Election at the General Assembly: 

On election day, depending on the number of candidates and the number of members recommended to comprise the Executive Committee, the following situations may occur:

1) If the number of candidates for the Executive Committee equals the number recommended by the Executive Committee to comprise the new Executive Committee:

 - A vote by a show of hands will be taken on the number of members to comprise the new Executive Committee and the candidates.

· If Assembly Members agree with the recommendation, the motion shall be approved. 

· If Assembly Members disagree with the recommendation the Assembly will take a vote to determine the number of members to comprise the Executive Committee by a show of hands. After that, the Assembly will proceed with the election of candidates according to the voting instructions described in the following annex.

2) If the recommended number of Executive Committee members is less than the number of candidates:

· The list of candidates and the number recommended by the Executive Committee to comprise the new Executive Committee will be submitted to a vote.

· This vote shall be carried out by means of a secret voting procedure using the voting instructions and ballot provided in the following annexes.  Members of the Executive Committee will be elected on the basis of the most votes received until the number of positions have been filled.

· In the case of a tie, a new election will be carried out through the same secret voting procedure but only for the remaining number of unfilled positions.

· Members will be instructed to vote for the exact number of seats that are available.  Should a higher number be voted for by a Member, such vote shall be null and void.  If the number voted for is lower, the vote shall be valid.
